Students must complete 30 hours each academic year (fall and spring) with a 3.25 GPA and remain 
enrolled on a full-time basis.  Fall semester GPA must be 2.5 or higher on at least 12 hours for scholarship 
continuation into spring semester.  All scholarships are renewable for seven consecutive semesters not 
to include summer semesters.

Scholarship will be awarded only to students not requiring state-mandated remediation.  

Fees included in the scholarship are limited to those assessed to all general students.

*If scholarship award exceeds tuition and registration fees, excess aid may only be applied to university 
housing. Excess aid will not be distributed to those who decline university housing.
