A. Initial Admission Into The Bachelor Of Fine Arts Program:

1. Declared Art Major

2. GPA of 2.50 or better on all course work

3. GPA of 3.25 or better on a minimum of 24 hours of art

4. Completion of the Sophomore Major Advancement Interview

B. Candidacy For The BFA Degree Requires:

1. Formal application
2. BFA review to include submission of a slide portfolio comprised of at least
twelve (12) works

C. Awarding Of The BFA Degree

1. Satisfactory completion of a minimum of 24 semester hours of art affer admission
to the BFA Program '
