Presdent Thompson announced that Dr. John Mosho, Provost, will resgn his position effective
June 30 to accept the podtion of Provost at Gudavus Adophus College in Minnesota.  President
Thompson stated that Dr. Mosbo has been an outstanding staff member at UCA as Provost and asthe
founding dean of the College of Natura Sciences and Mathematics. President Thompson wished Dr.
Mosho well.

PRESIDENT’'S REPORT

L egislative Report - Mr. Jff Pitchford, Director of Governmental Relations, gave a brief report
on the recent legidative sesson.

Following the report, Mr. Erdine expressed appreciation to Senator Gilbert Baker and
Representatives Marvin Parksand Preston Scrogginfor introducing and supporting an unsuccessful bill that
would have established a school of public health on the UCA campus. Mr. Erdine stated that while the
legidature is not in sesson, he hopes that members of the UCA Board and adminigtration will educate
legidators about the available hedth-related programs on campus.

Congtruction - Dr. John Smith, Vice Presdent for Financial and Administrative Services, gave
the following congruction report:

Academic Building (New) - The underground plumbing is complete and the dab has been poured.
Because of wet wesather, constructionis gpproximately three weeks behind schedule. Thebuilding
should be completein early 2002.

Farris Wall Repairs - Readnour Construction Company submitted the low bid of $273,000 to
remove and replace the brick veneer on the south end of the building. This work should be
completed by August 2001.

Farris Floor Replacement - Bdl Construction Company submitted the low bid of $271,665 to
replace the rubberized basketba | floor withawood playingsurface. Thiswork will beginin August
and should be completed in time for the basketball season.

Math Education/Technology Building - Wilson Construction Company submitted the low bid of
$4,699,000 to congruct this building. Site work began in April and the building should be
completed in early 2002.




Retirement Center - The framing is gpproximately 80% complete and sheet rock and windowsare
being inddled in portions of the building. Because of wet weather and the need to undercut the
il in alarge area of the Site, the project is approximately one month behind schedule. The
building should be complete in December 2001.

Track (New) - Burnett Excavating Company submitted the low bid of $378,000 to build a new
aght lanetrack. Thetrack will meet NCAA requirements and should be completed by September
2001.

Financial Report - Dr. John Smith briefly reviewed the financia report ending March 31, 2001.

AETN/UCA Maintenance Contract - Dr. John Smith reported that UCA and AETN have
entered into a cooperative agreement regarding security, utilities, landscaping, and janitorid servicesfor the
AETN complex. All parties are very pleased with the arrangement.

PrivatizedHousing - Dr. John Smithreported that a pre-bid meeting has been hed regarding this
project and proposals are due May 24.

Title Il Report Card for Teacher Preparation - Dr. Jane McHaney, Dean of the College of
Education, gave the following report:

Amendmentsto the Title |1 Higher Education Act requireingitutions of higher educationand states
to produce“ report cards’ about teacher educationand certification. UCA anddl other ingtitutions
in Arkansas that prepare students for teacher education submitted ther firg reports to the State
Department of Educationlast month. Theingtitutiona reportscontainedinformation about licensure
examinaion pass rates, the number of sudentsin programs, and practice-teaching data. The state
report is due to the nationd office this October, and will include information from the ingtitutiona
reports.

Two hundred and forty-five UCA students completed the teacher preparation program. The
summary pass rate for those students on the state licensure examination (PRAXIS | and 11) was
96%, which compares to a state rate of 93%. A full copy of the report submitted by UCA is
posted at www.uca.edu/assess/reports.

Graduate Certificate Programs in Geographic Information Systems and M anagement
| nformation Systems - Dr. John Mosho presented the following report:

The UCA Board of Trustees approved Guidedines for Graduate Certificate Programs as Board
Policy 341 at itsmeeting of December 1, 2000. In accordance withthose guideines, the university
has added two such programs.



Graduate Certificate in Geographic Information Systems:. The graduate cetificate in
Geographic Information Sysems (GIS) is designed to provide working professonds with
improved knowledge and skills, and to enable them to more fully understand and use geographic
information systems in their workplace. Completion of the certificate program will give students
from awide variety of educationd and employment backgroundsthe ability to more fully use GIS
in ther fidds of interest, enhancetheir existing job performance, and increase their employability.
The GIS certificate program focuseson spatia andysis, Gl S-related applications, and the applied
needs of employers.

Graduate Certificate in Management Information Systems: The graduate certificate in
Management Information Systems (MI1S) is designed to give working professionals, current
master’ sdegree students, and other college graduates an opportunity to enhancether technology
skills. The program focuses on database andyss, web ste development, desktop publishing,
programming in Visud Basic, and business tdecommunications. A capstone course requires
sudents to apply their technology skills to improve the efficiency of an organization or business.

May 12, 2001, Commencement Ceremonies - Presdent Thompson reported that
undergraduate and graduate commencement ceremonies are scheduled for Saturday, May 12, 2001, at
10:30 am. and 3:00 p.m. in the Farris Center. Three colleges will have ceremonies a 10:30 and the
remaining three at 3:00.

ACTION AGENDA

At President Thompson's request and with the Board's approva, the following five items were
presented by Dr. John Smith and approved unanimoudy en masse upon motion by Mr. Harding with a
second by Mr. Sims:



(1) General Regigtration and Other Fees (Board Policy No. 630)

Undergraduate Students (Full-time) — The generd regidtration and other required fees for an
undergraduate student enrolled inat least fifteen credit hours per semester currently range from$1,446 to
$1,701. Out-of-state students pay an additional $1,161 to $1,371.

It is recommended that the generd registration fee increase 7.1 % to $1,530 in 2001-2002 and
by 2.7% to $1,572 in 2002-2003 and that a mandatory fee of $4 per credit hour be added to fund the
HPER Center as approved by the SGA.

Itisrecommended that the athletic fee be increased to $11.50 per credit hour instead of the current
$10.00 per credit hour. Therefore, students enrolled in 15 credit hourswill pay an additional $18.00 per
semester when compared to the athletic fee for those who entered from the Fall of 1998 to the Summer
of 2001.

It is recommended that the three-tier leve be reduced to one levd in 2001-2002.

It isrecommendedthat the out-of -state generd registrationfeeincrease 11.6% to $1,530 in2001-
2002 and by 2.7% to $1,572 in 2002-2003. Thischangeismore reflective of the policy recommendation
of ADHE and the actua rates applied by other Sate indtitutions.

Undergraduate Students (Part-time) — The genera registration and mandatory fees for an
undergraduate part-time student on a credit hour basis currently range from $117.50 to $138.50. In
addition, astudent will pay an AAGE, Activity Fee, Radio Fee, Hedlth Service Fee, and a Publication Fee.

It is recommended that the generd regigtration fee increase 7.1% in 2001-2002 to $127.50 per
credit hour and by 2.7%in2002-2003 to $131.00 per credit hour and that aHPER Fee of a$4 per credit
hour be added to the list of mandatory fees.

It isrecommended that the out-of -State tuition genera registrationfeeincrease 11.6% to $127.50
per credit hour in 2001-2002 and by 2.7% to $131.00 per credit hour in 2002-2003.

Graduate Students — The generd registration and other required fees for a graduate student on a
per credit hour basis currently is$167.50. Inaddition astudent paysa Student Activity Fee, Radio Station
Fee, Hedth Service Fee, and a Publication Fee. Out-of-state students pay an additiona $157.50 per
credit hour.

It is recommended that the generd regidtration fee increase 7.1 % in 2001-2002 to $159.00 per
credit hour and by 3.14% in 2002-2003 to $164 per credit hour and that a HPER Fee of $4 per credit
hour be added to the list of mandatory fees.



It is recommended that the out-of-state general registration fee increase 7.94% to $170.00 per
credit hour in 2001-2002 and by 2.94% to $175 per credit hour in 2002-2003.

The following resolution was adopted as an amendment to Board Policy No. 630, “Generd

Students enralling in Continuing Education classeswill incur general
registrationfeesonaper hour basis. However, unlikeregularly enrolled studentswhose generd registration
fees reach the maximum charge a twelve credit hours, Continuing Education hours are not limited to a
maximum charge. If astudent is enrolled smultaneoudy in Continuing Education and regular on-campus
classes, the Continuing Education hours are not included in the cadculation to determine the maximum
charge.

Students enralling inon-campus credit classesoffered throughthe Divisonof Continuing Education
will aso pay additiond mandatory fees based on the current Board approved rates for regularly enrolled
students as provided for inBoard Policy No. 630. These students will pay the semester’ s mandatory fees
at the same rates as that of aregular full-time student. If a student is enrolled smultaneoudy in Continuing
Education and regular on-campus classes, the mandatory fees will not exceed the full time (twelve hour)
charge.

Students enrolledinheal thsci ences cl asses of fered through Continuing Education, either on campus
or off campus, will pay the same per credit hour health sciences course fee as students who are enrolled
in regular on-campus health science classes as provided for in Board Policy No. 639.

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) Operating Budget for 2001-2002 - The proposed operating budget for fisca year 2001-2002
totals $85,762,348 as compared with $81,194,520" for fiscal year 2000-2001. This represents an
increase of $4,567,828 or 5.6 percent.

Revenues

State General Revenues - Projected dtate generd revenues are based on the assumption that we
will receive 100 percent of Allotment “A and B” under the Revenue Stabilization Act, an additiona
$113,545 from the Educational Excdllence Trugt Fund, and that funding received in 1999-01 for new
facilities maintenance of $467,006 will not be continued. Included in Allotment A is $152,150 that was
received in 2000-01 in the form of promotional grants from ADHE that was transferred to our base in
2001-02. Total additiond budgeted state funds are $749,140, an increase of 1.79 percent over the
previous year’ s date funding.

Student Fees - Withthe increasesalready approved by the Board, additiona generd registration
fees net of scholarship expense will produce an additiond $1,630,000 in2001-02. Theincreasein generd
regisiration fees for the graduate students in the School of Management, Leadership, and Adminigtration
will provide funding of $139,700 to offset faculty and fringe benefit expense increases.

Continuing Education’s revenue budget has decreased by $116,595 to reflect changes in the
program and a corresponding reduction in the departments expense budget.

Other Revenue - Revenues of $25,000 for Conference Center rentds have been added as a part
of the origind budget.

Auxiliary Revenues- The additionof a HPER Center fee of $4.00 per credit hour should produce
$750,000, whichwhenadded to our revenue (CWSP - $75,000; Cashfees- $11,000) will provideatotal
of $836,000.

The ahletic fee will be increased from $10.00 per credit hour to $11.50 per credit hour with a
maximum of 12 credit hours (estimate of $250,000 net funding).

1 2000-01 budget total was reduced to reflect Barnes & Noble operation of the Bookstore.
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Expenditures

Saary and related fringe benefitsaccount for $2.07 millionof the increasein expenditures excduding
auxiliary enterprises. The Consumer Price Index for the twelve-month period ended March 31, 2001,
reflected a 2.9 percent increase.

Equity adjustments, new positions, and promotions have been recommended in the division of
academic services of $996,720, (including fringes) to help meet current market requirements.

Classfied Employees - Salarieswill be increased by 2.6 percent on July 1, 2001.

Non-Classified Employees - Increases include equity adjustments of $86,504 (including fringes)
and salary increases averaging 2.6 percent on July 1, 2001.

Fringes - Fringe benefits have been continued at 27 percent in this budget.

Scholarships - The universty’s educationa and generd scholarship budget will remain the same
as budgeted for 2000-2001.

Replacement Pogtions - Academic departmental adjustments accounted for the mgority of
replacement positionsdueto retirement and resignations of severd membersof the faculty and department
chair resgnations/reassgnments, and replacements entering at current market rates.

School of Management, L eadership, and Adminidration- The costsin GSMLA are higher than
many other programs due to higher salary requirements in business related fields and dueto GSMLA'’s
commitment to team teaching and use of practitioners. This budget reflects an increase of $139,700 to
cover faculty sdaries and fringes.

HPER Center - The HPER Center expenseswill now be shown in the Auxiliary expense section.
Thisfee will provide the following: (1) Staff and benefits (2) Cover operating expenses and maintenance
on the facility (3) Pay the debt issue and (4) Provide additiona equipment. This departmenta budget will
a0 cover expenses associated with the swimming pool in the Farris Center.

Athletic Department - The Athletic fee will cover increases in the athletic program: scholarships,
recruiting, trangportation, student assistants, facility improvements, operationa expenses, insurance and
injury dams.

Room and Board Rates for 2001-2002 - The current room and board charge is $1,645 per
semedter if the sudent isinadouble occupancy roomand onthe 19-meal plan. An increasewill be needed
for the standard board plans to cover the cost of the new ARAMARK contract. An increase is
recommended aso for the residence hdl room rates. Utility costs have increased for the resdence hals
by more than 30% over the past two yearsand are projected to increase again during the upcoming year.
In addition, an increase is needed to continue upgrades of the residence hdls by making the needed
improvements/repairs and for sdary adjustments for students and professiona gaff. The tota proposed
room and board rate for 2001-2002 is $1,745.00, or an overal increase of 6.1%.

For the 2000-2001 school year, housng has experienced an annualized occupancy of
gpproximately 94%, gpproximately the same aslast year. New gpplicationsaresignificantly abovethistime
last year and Housing should maintain a high occupancy rate for 2001-2002.

The standard med plans for 2001-2002 are the same as 2000-2001. The option of unlimited
mesdls and declining balance with the standard medl plans will be offered again in 2001-2002.

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Out-of-State Tuition Waiver - Act 1180 of 1999 dlowsinditutions of higher educationto waive
the out-of-state portion of any full tuition scholarship for any full-time student which is provided by
unrestricted fundsof the inditution. The legidature had previoudy alowed indtitutions to waive the out-of -
state tuitionfor studentswho lived ina contiguous county or parish that bordersthe state of Arkansas. The
legidation indicates that the Arkansas Higher Education Coordinating Board will not consder the waived
amount an expenditure.

Since these students have aready met the indtitutions scholarship policy, this out-of-state waiver
will provide the student withmore incentive to select the University of Central Arkansas. The policy at other
Arkansasinditutions varies from atota of 25 waiversto awaiver for any qudified sudent. In the 2000-
2001 budget, UCA has a budget of $169,436 for out-of-state scholarship funds to dlow usto compete
for these studentsand it is not unusud for the Athletic Department to have 20 to 30 studentswho meet this
standard. If gpproved, thispolicy would dlow UCA to compete with other ingtitutions which have aready
approved apoalicy, dongwithmaking our scholarship expense amount more comparable withother higher
educationinditutions. The net effect would beareduction of scholarship expensesand acomparable offset
to tuitionrevenue. The scholarship expense as a percentage of the total operating budget would decrease
gnce the tuition revenue is only a part of the tota revenue budget.

Property Acquistion: Jim Thompson Property - 320 Western Avenue - In late 1998 and
early 1999, the adminigtration attempted to negotiate the purchase of property at 320 Western Avenue.

Recently, the
adminigrationlearned fromMr. Thompsonthat he is considering construction of an gpartment complex on
the property. Mr. Thompson has agreed to the university obtaining appraisa's on the property and making
himanoffer. However, at thistime he seemsto be more inclined to move forward with congtruction of an
gpartment complex.

The Thompson property islocated adjacent to an existing university parking lot and the university
owns the property to the north side of it as wdl. Additiond parking will be needed on the North side of
campus when the new Academic Building and the Math Education/Technology Building are completed.
Acquigtion of the Thompson property would alow expansion of exigting parking.

In response to a question from Mr. Sims, President Thompson assured the Board that the issue
would be brought back to the Board before an action for condemnation is initiated.

This
buy-out option was created three years ago to deter sudents from not fulfilling the terms of their housing
lease and hdp mantain a more stable housng occupancy. During both 1999-2000 and 2000-2001,
gpproximately 100 students paid the fee to bresk their lease with the university.  When this option was
origindly established, it was equivdent to one ingdlment of roomand board fees. Demand for on-campus
housing remains high and this charge needsto be increased to $425.000 to assst with maintaining a stable
housing occupancy throughout the year.

Other offiddly sponsored activitiesare scheduled through the Univeraty Calendar Office.
Reguests which raise questions rel ated to policy or the appropriateness of the activity will
be referred to the Council of Vice Presidents for adecison.

Universty related activities may be scheduled up to one (1) cdendar year in advance.
Should conflicts of date or fadlity occur with Priority 1 scheduling, and acceptable
dternate arrangements cannot be made, the Priority 2 event will be canceled.

Numerous nationd studies and reports indicate that there is an enormous urfilled need for
secondary educationin-serviceteacherswithqudifications to teach inthe areas addressed by thisproposal :
life sciencelearth science and physica science/earth science. At the two most recent annua meetings of
public schoal system superintendents from across the state, hiring of qudified biology, chemistry, and
physical science indructors was indicated as the sngle most critical disciplinary need. The proposed
program will help to meet this need.

(Early tenure
recommendationmeans prior to the Sxthyear, induding any years of credit awarded withtheinitid
contract.) All proceedings with respect to a regular tenure gpplication will be followed as
described in section X1 above except for the acceerated time frame, and includes issuance of a
termina year contract following a negative recommendation. Early tenure gpplications will be
handled in an expeditious manner but with due congderation given to each file. The provost will
place onfilein thelibrary, at the end of the academic year, alist of dl persons and their respective
departments who were granted early tenure.
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2 Faculty Handbook Revision - Advancement of L ecturers/Clinical Instructors/

Laboratory Instructors - In May of 1999, the Board of Trustees approved revisons to the
Faculty Handbook cregting an advancement policy for lecturers/clinica instructors/laboratoryinstructors.
Last academic year, severd faculty members became the first to gpply for advancement under that policy.
During medtings to assess the initid process, severd issues became apparent that reflected the need to
modify the exising policy. The attached revisons to the policy and accompanying directions will darify the
process for future gpplicants.

Each reviewing body may request or consider additiona written information

avallable fromor submitted by sources other thanthe faculty member. Anywritten
information requested and provided to a reviewing body, dong with the
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gpplicationsubmitted by the faculty member, congtitutes the file. Each reviewing
body will give congderation to the file and make appropriate recommendations.
To the degree possible, the file will be maintained in a confidential manner at each
level of review, except in those circumstances when aformal appeal of adecision
IS made.

Process

A faculty member interested in advancement must informthe department chair, in
writing, by September 15 that he/she plans to apply for advancement. A
completed application, using the dooument entitled, “Directions: Applisation for
Advancement,” is due to the department chair by October 1.

The department chair will recommend a processfor formation of an advancement
committee, subject to approval by the college dean. The department chair will
gppoint acommitteefollowing consultationwith departmental faculty that will have
threeto five faculty and, when possible, include a combination of tenured, tenure-
track, and non-tenurable faculty. The char will forward the application to the
committee.

The committee, after congdering the file of each faculty member, will submit a
report to the department chair with awritten justification for its recommendation
by October 15 for each faculty member. If more than one faculty member is
recommended for advancement, aranked list is required.

The depatment char will evduate the applications and prepare hisher
recommendations.  If more than one faculty member is recommended for
advancement, a ranked lig is required. The department chair will meet with a
faculty member who has received a negative recommendation from either the
committee or the chair. The faculty member may withdraw his’her gpplication; if
not withdrawn, dl files and recommendations are forwarded to the dean by
November 1.

The dean will conduct an independent review of dl recommendations and
corresponding files and prepare a written recommendation for the provost. |If
more than one faculty member is recommended for advancement, aranked lig is
required. In the event of a negative recommendation, the dean will inform the
faculty member and the department chair of the decision to deny advancement,
and the faculty member may withdraw his’her gpplication. If anapplicationisnot
withdrawn, the entire record is sent to the provost by December 1.
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e-Counel ivteet The provost renders
the deC|S|on regardl ng advancemem—'Fhe—prevea—WIH and inforns the faculty
member, in writing, of the decison.

d. Apped

A faculty member recelving a negetive decision by the provost may appeal the
decision within ten (10) working days by filing an appeal with the Office of the
President. Appeds are heard by an Advancement Appeds Committee. The
committee will consst of three non-tenurable faculty, two department chairs, and
avice presdent or other individud reportingdirectly to the president. The process
for sdecting committee memberswill be that described for the Faculty Grievance
Coundil inthe Faculty Handbook. Faculty and department chairsfrom the college
of the faculty member are indigible to serve on the Advancement Appedls
Committee.

3 Faculty Handbook Revision - Faculty Status for Professonal Librarians - Librariansfulfill
an important indructiona role at UCA. At many universities, professond librarians hold faculty status.
The attached amendment to the Faculty Handbook proposes aprocessto providefaculty rank to UCA’s
professond librarians.

The proposa has the endorsement of al appropriate councils and administrators.

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REVISION TO FACULTY HANDBOOK:
Faculty Statusfor Professonal Librarians

Thisdocumentsdescribesthe rank requirements and departmental proceduresin promotionand evauation
of tenure-track and non-tenure track library faculty.

Statement of Freedom of Choice

Future librarians shdl have the right to choose whether to accept tenure-track or non-tenure-track (Policy
302) satus. Those librarians currently employed during the trangtion to faculty status, shdl be given the
opportunity to choose to enter atenure-track status at a professoria rank or anon-tenure-track status at
the lecturer/clinica ingtructor/laboratory ingtructor rank.

Definition of Library Faculty Appointment

All personnd appointed to the library faculty must hold an appropriate master of library science (MLYS),
madter of library and information science (MLIS), or master of informationscience (M1S) degreefroman

American Library Associdion (ALA) ingtitution.

Theranks of library faculty will include:

. Librarylaboratoryingtructor - equivaent to the lecturer/dinica instructor/laboratory instructor rank
as described in the Faculty Handbook.

. Library assstant professor - equivaent to the assstant professor rank as described in the Faculty
Handbook.

. Library associate professor - equivaent to the associate professor described in the Faculty

Handbook. The library associate professor would be required to hold an ALA accredited PhD
degree in library/informationscience OR an ALA accredited mastersdegreein library/information
science AND a masters degree in an academic discipline.

. Library professor - equivaent to the professor rank as described in the Faculty Handbook. The
library professor would be required to hold an ALA accredited PhD inlibrary/informationscience
OR an ALA accredited masters degree in library/information science AND atermind degree in
an academic discipline.

Procedures for advancement, promotion, and tenure
The procedures for advancement, promotion, and tenure for the library faculty will be the same asthose
procedures described in the Faculty Handbook. The respongbilities of the department chair will be

fulfilledby the Dean of the Library; the role of the college-level committee will be assumed by the University
Library Committee members (in the case of tenure, only tenured members of the University Library
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Committeewill serve); and theresponghilities of the college dean will be assumed by the Associate Provost
to whom the library reports.
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L egidative Audit Report - InaccordancewithAct 4 of 1991, the Board of Trusteesis required
to review audit reports and the accompanying commentsrelating to publicly funded inditutions. This Act
requires tha the Board take appropriate action reating to each finding and recommendation contained in
the audit report.

A copy of the report was mailed to Board members with the agenda for this meeting. Following
are the findings and recommendations of the Arkansas Divison of Legidative Audit concerning the audit
and our response to those findings.

AUDIT FINDINGS

FindingI: The University Post Office reported the theft of two money orderstotaing $1,075. A
univeraty student wascharged in Faulkner County Circuit Court withtwo countsof second-degree

forgery.

Response: The university reported the theft to the University Police Department for investigation
and to the Faulkner County Prosecuting Attorney’s Office for their consderation. The university
a0 is seeking reimbursement through the Student Judicid Committee and through the Faulkner
County Circuit Court.

Overdl it was avery good audit with no interna control weaknesses found and no other materia
audit comments.

The following resolutionwas adopted unanimoudly upon motion by Mr. Ergtine with a second by
Mr. Hicks:

The UCA basketball coaching staff wantsto host the Scottie Pippen Basketbal Camp June 24-28,
2001. Thiscamp will be coordinated through Continuing Educationand will involve no conflict of interest
with the misson and purpose of the universty; and the camps will bring to the campus and expose to
universty personnel a significant number of persons who are potentidly future sudents; and will generate
sgnificant revenues through rental of facilities, and participants living in the residence hdls and egting in
campus dining fecilities

The univeraty will be reimbursed the approved rentd rate for use of the athletic facilitiesand dl
participants eating in campus dining facilities and living on campus will pay the current rate for housing and
food services.

At the conclusionof the camps and dlinics, the coaching staff will provide to the Vice President for
Financid and Adminigrative Servicesa complete financia report and the Vice President will submit to the
Board of Trustees asummary of thisfinancid report.

The following resolution was adopted:

“BEIT RESOLVED: THAT THEBOARD OF TRUSTEESAUTHORIZES THE
BASKETBALL COACHING STAFF TO HOST THE SCOTTIE PIPPEN

2 Bond Issue - Academic Facilities - In the recent legidaive sesson, the University of Central
Arkansas only received $1,000,000 for construction of new academic buildings. This amount is not
aufficdent to congtruct or renovate any of the buildings proposed to the Department of Higher Education
and the legidature. The need for these facilities remains high and the university should investigate the
economic feashbility of issuing bonds to fund the renovation and construction of new academic buildings.
Additiondly, the market currently appearsto be very favorable for the issuance of bonds.

The following resolution was adopted:

3 Naming of Facilities - M ass Communications Center and the New Track and Intramural
FEield - There aretwo fadlities at the univergty in need of permanent names. Not unmindful of Board
Policy No. 402, “Naming University Fecilities’ (attached), the President recommends that the Mass
Communication Center be named Stanley RussHadl in honor of former Senator Stanley Russ, the long-time
state senator from Conway, whose support for the development of the AETN - Mass Communication
complex was ingrumentd in its becoming aredlity.

Also, the university has developed a new track and intramurd fidd west of the Physical Plant
building. Not unmindful of Board Policy No. 402, “Naming Universty Facilities” the Presdent
recommends that this facility be named in honor of former coach and athletic director Bill Stephens. Mr.
Stephens was a so along-time state representative from Conway and in his twenty-two yearsinthe House
of Representatives contributed significantly to development in Faulkner County and at UCA.

The Univergity policy on naming of facilities and programsis asfollows.

Buildings may be named after individuds, to designate the function of the building, or to
commemorate higoric or traditiond identities. All academic buildingsshould dso carry a
functiond desgnation if named after an individud.

Buildings, portions of buildings, or programs may be named after individuas who have
made sgnificant or meritorious contributions to the University.  In the case of donors to
the universty, it is expected that a gift of 50% of the vaue of a building will entitle the
donor to designate the name of that building subject to approval of the name by the Board.
In no case will the privilege of naming a building be granted for a gift of less than 25% of
the vaue of the building. Portions of buildings may be named for smdler gifts

Portions of present buildings or present buildings till un-named may be named after
individuas as stated in Item 2 above.

It is recognized that the find decisionfor the naming of any building or program rests with
the Board of Trustees. The following mechanism would be followed in the naming
process.

Recommendations for the naming of buildings, portions of buildings, or programs may be initiated
by any group on the campus. A recommendation should be made in writing to the President of the
University. If the Presdent, upon the advice of the Council of Vice Presdents, feds thereis any merit in
the recommendation, the Presdent shdl gppoint a study committee representing such groups as Alumni
Association, theadminigration, the students, the faculty, and other friends of the Univeraity. Thiscommittee
will make its recommendation to the President, who inturnwill present that recommendationto the Board

of Trustees.
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Alcohol License - The universty has researched the issue concerning the manner in which
acohoalic beveragesmay be served at the Brewer-HegemanConference Center and Reynolds Performance
Hdl. Since Conway isacity of thefirst class and voted a number of years ago a aloca option eection
to remain “dry”, the only lega manner in which it gppearsthat dcohalic beverages may be served at these
locationsisto obtain alicense.

During the most recent legidative sesson, a bill wasintroduced that would have alowed cities and
countiesto hold dections for votersto determine whether it desired liquor by the drink, among other issues.
The adminigtrationwas hopeful that the legidation would be enacted so that the voters of Conway would
be able to consder achangeto its current Satusasa“dry” city. However, the legidation did not pass.

It is the opinion of the adminigtration that the serving of acoholic beverages is important to the
overal success of the Brewer-Hegeman Conference Center and Reynolds Performance Hall. The
adminigrationseeks authority from the Board of Trusteesto take the necessary stepsto enable the serving
of dcohalic beverages at thesefadilities, induding the creation and/or &ffiliation witha non-profit entity that
will seek aliquor licensg, if that proves to be the appropriate course to take.

Lengthy discussion followed during which Mr. Sims and Mrs. Goode expressed their concerns
about sending a wrong message to students by approving the use of alcohol on campus. President
Thompson and Mdlissa Rugt, Assistant Vice President for Legal Services, responded to a number of
questions.

Following the discusson, Mr. Hicks moved for approval of the resolution shown below. Mr.
Erdtine seconded the motion. Mr. Hicks stated that he understood the concerns expressed by Mr. Sms
and Mrs. Goode. Mr. Hicksindicated that he did not think the issue will send amessage to studentsthat
it is okay to abuse dcohol. Mr. Hicks stated that the Board' s position has aways been to advocate
respong ble adult behavior. In concluson, Mr. Hicks stated that in order for the performance hdll and the
conference center to be competitive in the community, this may be a direction in which the universty will
need to move.
