Background:

Dr. Angie Howard received her Bachelor of Science in Education in Elementary Education and Master of Science in Education in School Counseling from University of Central Arkansas. She earned her Doctorate in Educational Administration and Supervision from the University of Arkansas Little Rock.  

As a social studies teacher for 9 years and school counselor for 6 years for Russellville Public Schools, Dr. Howard came to UCA with much expertise and knowledge and taught a variety of courses in the Early Childhood and Special Education Department. Prior to coming to UCA, Dr. Howard worked as an assistant professor for Arkansas State University at Beebe. Her passions and interests were fostering babies and children living in poverty, with special needs.  
Dr. Howard was born on September 2, 1965 and passed away unexpectedly on November 13, 2008. She is survived by her son Bryson Howard and his wife Alicia, and by her parents Anna Bates Passmore and Nolan Passmore, and her special friend Jerry Thomas.  Known for her wit and fun spirit, she left us with the following statement shared frequently with her students, “Love those babies!” Many friends and family miss Dr. Howard and this scholarship is to remember her dedication to teaching, the wonderful things she did for others, the community, and UCA.
