UCA P-4 CANDIDATES ROLE AND RESPONSIBILITIES
1. Candidates are to report and sign in at the school’s main office every time they enter the building.

2. Punctuality and attendance are of utmost importance.  Participants in field experiences are expected to arrive promptly for field experiences and remain on duty for the full time designated during each session of the semester.  More than two tardies may result in the candidate being administratively dropped from Junior Block and all related courses.
3. In the event that a candidate must be absent, the candidate should notify the cooperating teacher by telephoning the school as early as possible.  Ms. Robinson should also be notified as early as possible.  Any absence is to be made up before finals week and the make up day must be arranged in advance with the assigned mentor teacher.  Any absence in the field may result in the candidate being administratively dropped from Junior Block and all related courses.
4. Candidates should park their vehicles in the appropriate area.  Many schools have specifically designated places for visitor parking.  Check with the school’s office concerning this matter.

5. Candidates should dress professionally.  Participants should be neatly groomed at all times.  Jeans, short skirts, t-shirts, athletic shoes, and shorts are not recommended for persons engaged in professional field experiences. Candidates are also required to wear their UCA identification as a badge when on public school campuses.
6. Candidates should abide by all school personnel policies and rules while visiting the school.  Personal business (telephone calls, personal visits, texting, etc.) may not be conducted during field experience hours.  Cell phones may not be used and should be turned off at all times.  Tobacco, firearms, knives or weapons of any design are not permitted on public school campuses.

7. Field experience candidates are expected to fulfill course requirements assigned by the UCA instructor and approved by the mentor teacher.  On the first visit, candidates are to provide the cooperating teacher a copy of the Junior Block field packet.  As assignments are given by UCA instructors, candidates should communicate these requirements to the teacher as early as possible.  The teacher must have a clear understanding of the field assignments for each course.

8. Candidates must submit to the mentor teacher any lessons or plans for candidate-directed activities.  Plans may be implemented when they have been approved and/or modified (if required) by the mentor teacher.  Thorough preparation, including gathering any materials required for the activities, should be completed one week in advance.  You are required to have your cooperating teacher observe one of your assigned lessons.  Plan and communicate early.
9. The first responsibility for the mentor teacher is the well being of the students in his/her classroom.  UCA candidates should be aware of the many demands made on the classroom teacher and should coordinate with the teacher’s schedule.

10. Candidates must maintain a UCA attendance form that is to be initialed by the mentor teacher after each class visit. 

11. Observations made and/or information gained about any public school event/person are to be reflected with anonymity.  Ethical and legal considerations preclude revealing an individual’s name and/or behaviors and activities observed.  When videotaping of lessons is required, candidates are responsible for obtaining signatures on proper release documents.

12. Candidates should be cognizant of the fact that they are representatives of the University of Central Arkansas.  A teacher candidate’s behavior and attitude should be positive and highly professional at all times.

13. Candidates may be removed from a field placement if it is determined that he/she is adversely affecting the public school setting in any way.  The removal may be at the request of the school or initiated by University personnel.  (i.e. unprofessional or moral conduct, accountability for field assignments and classroom/student responsibilities, etc.)

Following the meeting, you will complete the Morning Meeting Summary Sheet by writing a description of the following for each element:

· Describe what you did. If you used an idea from your textbook, you can include the description given in the book with an appropriate citation. If it is from your own experience or if it’s an idea you created yourself, state that.

· List a social or emotional skill children practiced through this element. Link it to a benchmark in the UCA ECSE Standards for SEL Content or the Arkansas Framework (K-4) or DHS Preschool Framework. You may also list other content benchmarks if applicable (math, science, social studies, etc.) Other content area skills will be most applicable to the Group Activity and/or News and Announcements (Morning Message) element.

· Describe the overall reactions of children in the group to the element.

· Describe one specific child’s reactions. Give details.

· Describe what went well and how you could improve implementation of this event in the future.

As you reflect on the questions outlined in the summary template, use what you have learned in ECSE 4309 to guide you. Relate your comments to what you have learned in this course and your other junior block courses.

Notes: Some schools have their own format for what they describe as a Morning Meeting. Since it is likely structured in a different way, it is suggested that you use a different name for your meeting so that children aren’t confused by the similar language. Also, as discussed in class, having a Morning Meeting early in the day is recommended, but if the schedule of your cooperating teacher doesn’t allow for that, follow the teacher’s routine and hold your meeting when you would normally teach a whole group lesson.

In Class Assignment:

Each candidate will be assigned to a group and will participate in the development and display of an interactive bulletin board with social and emotional content in the classroom that is used for teacher education coursework in ECSE 4309. The focus of the board is one that relies on positive guidance techniques and can be extended for a period of up to two weeks. The board should be interactive with movable pieces that could easily be understood by children. The bulletin board should be durable, attractive, and one that appeals to the interests of young children. 

Bulletin boards will remain in the classroom for approximately 2 weeks, with specific due dates specified by the instructor. One person in the group shall serve as the spokesperson to demonstrate the board's use. Teacher candidates will be encouraged to use the board during the two week period that it hangs in the room.

Each member of the group should contribute to the development, display, and dismantling of the board. A cooperative group assessment will be completed by each member of the group. Consistent concerns regarding any group members' contributive efforts will be discussed individually with that group member and the professor, and possible adjustments to individual grades shall be made if deemed appropriate based on consistent negative input by an individual's group members.

Field Assignment:

An individual interactive bulletin board with social and emotional content will be developed and implemented in each candidate's field classroom. Candidates may choose to duplicate their cooperative group's bulletin board for the field if appropriate to the grade level and interests of the children at the field site or to develop a totally new one. In addition to the development and display of the board, candidates will submit photographs of the board being implemented in the field, with or without images of children using the board. They will also submit reflections that contain objectives for the board as defined by and tied to Arkansas frameworks, a summary of their experiences in implementing the board and children's reactions to it, and objective evidence of impact on student learning.

· A list of at least five quality children’s books that would be used with this unit.

· A description of the culminating project or projects related to the theme and lessons planned.

· A description of the learning center or centers, as appropriate for your lesson description. Your center can be a traditional or non-traditional version of a learning center. It can also be an existing center in the classroom. Include a picture of one of the learning centers created for your unit. 

· A list of five helpful resources you utilized to develop this unit (i.e. mailbox, specific website, teacher’s resources, etc…).

· Five lessons that demonstrate integration. (Guidelines for developing your lessons can be found on the Thematic Unit rubric). 

· A videotape of you teaching two of the lessons from your unit in the field. Videos should be of high quality and submitted in a DVD format.  (See description and rubric for more guidelines). 

· A lesson plan reflection. Students should use the lesson reflection template found on the College of Education website or on Blackboard. (A1-A5, B3, C1-C8, D2).

Observation of Reading Instruction & Reading Environment

Both the physical and verbal environments of a classroom impact the way reading and writing behaviors are fostered by the teacher and perceived by students.  A balanced literacy curriculum should display certain observable characteristics and include a range of activities that support reading and writing for authentic purposes.  The goal of this assignment is to observe and critically analyze the reading instruction and reading environment in your placement classroom and how it may affect students’ learning.  

1. Read the “ ‘Look Fors’ in a Language-Rich Elementary Classroom Where Reading and Writing Are Encouraged” pamphlet and use them as guidelines to observe your classroom.

2. Take pictures of the physical environment including the physical arrangement of desks, the classroom library, the walls, and the hallway outside the classroom.  (You will upload these to the class website as a powerpoint or prezi.)

3. Complete the “Evaluating the Quality of the Classroom Library Form” available on the course website.

4. Use the Field Note Recording Form for a Reading Block Observation. Be objective and specific-- the more detailed, the better. Record what the teacher and students are DOING and talking about. Include examples of teacher language and the examples the teacher uses for modeling. Include examples of the students’ responses. You can use shorthand and abbreviations as desired – as long as you will understand it later. Use as many pages as needed to record the entire reading block in sufficient detail (you SHOULD use more than one page!).

5. Write an individual reflection in which you critically analyze the environment based on your general observations, observation of the Reading Block, and your conversations with your teacher.  You may organize your reflection with the following headings: General Observations, Observations About Reading, Observations about Writing, and Observations about the Classroom Library.  Your paper should be an analysis, in which you compare and contrast what you see and hear with the guidelines for effective practice in the pamphlet and from what you know about reading instruction.  Include evidence that supports your conclusions with enough detail that allows the reader to visualize the situation you observed.  You must react to your observations and discuss whether you agree with the practices you observed and what you may do differently in your own classroom.  

6. This assignment is worth 10% of your total grade and has 4 parts: (1) Library evaluation form; (2) Classroom environment powerpoint/prezi (uploaded to Blackboard by due date); (3) Field Note Recording Form; and (4) reflection paper.
