Catalogue Course Description:

A required course in the programmer/analyst track and an elective in the end-user track of the information systems major. Prepares students for such careers or as network managers or consultants. Requires a basic knowledge of computer programming and a general knowledge of organizational computer systems. Introduces students to the information systems life cycle, structured analysis, and design tools and techniques, and uses a CASE tool to apply concepts learned. Primarily uses lecture supported by laboratory exercises.
