Thank you for participating in our project. Past research has found that the shape and dilation of a person’s eyes can influence how that person is perceived by others. The purpose of this experiment is to see if eye color has an effect on the perception of certain personality traits including introversion/extroversion, intelligence, aggressiveness, and trustworthiness. The independent variable in this study is eye color. Half of the faces that you rated had blue eyes and half had brown eyes.
