Grants Awarded

"Conserving Arkansas's Agri-
cultural Heritage" The CAAH!
project developed byDr.

Brian Campbelland directed
collaboratively withDr. Alison
Hall has been awarded a
$2000 grant from the Arkan-
sas Humanities Council to
continue to document tradi-
tional varieties of crops in the
Ozark region of the state of
Arkansas. The research
seeks to document the his-
torical, cultural, culinary, and
agroecological characteristics
of the varieties and house
this information in a data-
base and interactive web-
site. In addition, the seed
varieties will be propagated
in campus, community, and
local farmergardener plots,
harvested and saved in a
campus seed bank (housed

in the World Cultures and
Humanities Institute in the
College of Liberal Arts, and
distributed to the public at a
Seed Swap.

The project is further bol-
stered by a $2632 grant from
the University Research
Council that will allow Dr.
Campbell to pursue more
theoretical interests regard-
ing the applied project that
documents, propagates,
saves, and distributes rare
crop varieties. The specific
question explored in this
research is what procedures
are taken, if any, to prevent
crosspollination among open
-pollinated varieties that tra-
ditional Ozark seeesavers
grow. The grant also allows
for continued onsite analy-
sis, propagation, and dis-

semination of uniquely
adapted varieties of crops
here in the state of Arkan-
sas.
