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Reputable Sources 

 
� Sites ending in .edu and .gov tend to offer more reliable 

information.  HOWEVER, this is not a maxim.  These sites need to 

be subjected to the same level of scrutiny as .com’s and .org’s. 

 

� UCA’s library site is your best bet and has several useful research 

databases on the Internet, accessible from any internet 

connection.  The library has many search engines specially made to 

find reputable, professional articles, journals, etc. (like JSTOR and 

Wilson Web). 

 

� Search engines like Yahoo, Lycos, and Google can be helpful, but be 

wary of your source. 

 

� Electronic versions of sources that are also printed, like academic 

peer-reviewed journals, tend to be more reliable. 

 

� Crosscheck all information not found in a journal. 

 

� Don’t be shy!  Ask your professors what they feel are reputable 

sites.
